	Lesson Title: Beauford Delaney Self Portraits 

	LESSON OVERVIEW
	Summary of the task, challenge, investigation, career-related scenario, problem, or community link.

	Unit: The unit focuses on identifying the characteristics and contributions of the Harlem Renaissance. Students will identify causes of the Great Migration, and specific reasoning as to the boom in cultural attributes associated with the Harlem Renaissance. These can include, but should not be limited to, literature, music, drama, dance, and visual arts. 
Lesson: In a previous lesson, students were introduced to the Harlem Renaissance and the artwork of Beauford Delaney. In this lesson, students will use pencils and colored pencils to create simple self portraits that show symmetry and personality through exaggerated features. Students will use a rubric of goals and objectives to effectively measure the amount of craftsmanship and creativity that are exhibited in the project.

	Informal:
Teacher will lead the class in an informal assessment using a thumbs up/thumbs down question and answer session as a way to assess student knowledge as a whole.

Students will fill out a “ticket out the door” that requires a written response to the statement “In this lesson I learned…?”. The ticket also requires students to self assess their comfort level in the material presented and learned with the questions “How comfortable do you feel about the material learned today?”
Students will use self critique and group critique to discuss the merit of their art work, and the art work of their classmates. The critique will be guided and modeled by the instructor, as per Tennessee Art state standards.

Formal:

Upon completion of the unit, students will be assessed formally with a numeric grade using a predetermined rubric. The rubric is placed in a highly visible place in the art room, and is referred to repeatedly throughout the creation process.

Harlem Renaissance- A movement of African American culture in literature, dance, music and art during the early 1920s to the late 1930s.

Beauford Delaney – A Knoxville born African American artist who moved to Harlem for the end of the Harlem Renaissance

Self Portrait-  A picture of yourself

Teacher will model how to draw the basic structure of a face. The teacher will draw an example of a simple self portrait on the board, giving step by step instruction as to proper proportion and placement of features.

Differentiated Strategies for Practice to Provide Intervention & Extension

	Teacher will show student examples of work from previous classes to determine/demonstrate strength and weaknesses of self portraits and self expression. Students will discuss the terms and goals that are written on the board.
Students will follow teacher instruction, and construct and self portrait. This self portrait can reflect personality, in the style of Beauford Delaney, by drawing facial features different sizes and with exaggerated emphasis. Students must double check upon completion that all goal were accomplished.

Upon completion of the pencil sketch self portrait, students may begin to map out blocks of color with colored pencils, to outline where the paint will be applied during the next lesson. Colored pencil must be drawn lightly, as paint must cover the applied areas.

Teacher will circumnavigate the room to answer an and all questions relating to the project, as well as offer critical feedback to the state of the self portraits.


	CLOSURE


	Reflection/Wrap-Up

Summarizing, Reminding, Reflecting, Restating, Connecting

	Closure conisists of a review of material used during the lesson. The teacher will lead the class in a series of questions to review content material. These questions will be directly related to the standards and goals of the projects, including the vocabulary and terminology of the project.
Sample questions will include:

“What was the Great Migration?”
“What is the Harlem Renaissance?”

“Where is Harlem located?”

“Who is Beauford Delaney?”

“How do these portraits display personality? How do colors affect mood?”

“How did Jazz influence the art of the Harlem Renaissance?”

“What is symmetry and how does it relate to our facial features?”

Students will fill out a “ticket out the door” that requires a written response to the statement “In this lesson I learned…?”. The ticket also requires students to self assess their comfort level in the material presented and learned with the questions “How comfortable do you feel about the material learned today?”
